	Why is it changing?
	· Changes in Mark and Tracy’s roles within ThedaCare make it increasingly difficult to support the ImPACT sales, testing, technical support and training side of the Wisconsin Sports Concussion Collaborative.

· Business reasons within ThedaCare and between ThedaCare and ImPACT.

· Elimination of any political barriers to growth and development of the Wisconsin Sports Concussion Collaborative that exist due to ties with a commercial product.

	All future ImPACT renewals, sales and technical support will be done directly through ImPACT.
